Examinations are of two kinds:

1. Class examinations
2. University examinations

1. Class Examinations

(a) 1st year BDS, there will

be class examinations after
completion of each topic and send
up examination after completion of
course in the subjects taught in 1st
year. Students will not be allowed to
sit in University Examination if they
fail in any of the subject in send-up.

(b) 2nd year BDS, there will

be class examinations after
completion of each topic and send-
up examinations after completion of
course in the subjects taught in 2nd
year. Students will not be allowed
to sit in University Examination if
they fail in any of the subjects in
send-up.

(c) 3rd year BDS, there will

be class examinations after
completion of each topic and send-
up examinations after completion of
course in the subjects taught in 3rd
year. Students will not be allowed to
sit in University Examination if fail
in any of the subjects in send-up.

(d) Final year BDS, there will be
examinations after completion

of each topic and send-up
examinations after completion of
course in the subjects taught in
Final year. Students will be allowed
to sit in University Examination

if they fail in any of the subject in
send-up.

During the clinical years the

progress of the student will be
judged on the basis of clinical
quota. If quota is incomplete the
student will not be allowed to sit in
University Examination.

2. University Examinations

(a) 1st Professional BDS
Examination will be held at the end
of the first year.

*Important Note. Any student
who fails to clear the First
Professional .B.D.S. examination
in four chances, availed or un-
availed, after becoming eligible

for examination shall cease to
become eligible for further medical
education in Pakistan.

(b) 2nd Professional BDS
Examination will be held at the end
of the second year.

(c) 3rd Professional BDS
Examination will be held at he end
of the third year.

(d) Final Professional BDS
Examination will be held at the end
of the fourth year.

Pass marks for Professional
Examination ate 50% separately
in theory and practical of each
subject. In case a student fails to
clear a Professional B.D.S.

Examination in the second annual
examination his provisional
promotion to the next higher class
shall stand automatically cancelled
and he/she shall revert to the
previous class and the lectures and
practicals etc. attended during his/

her provisional pro-motion shall
also stand cancelled.

If a student appears in the second
annual examination for the first
time as he / she did not appear in
the first annual examination and
failed any subject in the second
annual examination, he/she will be
detained in the same class and will
not be promoted to the next class.

Eligibility

According to University regulation,
candidates having less than

75% attendance in lectures and
practicals of each subject of a
Professional Examination will not
be admitted to that examination.

Before appearing in the University
Examination the students will be
required to produce a No Dues
Proforma from the college cashier,
college librarian, hostel warden and
the contractors of the college and
hostel tuck shops. Those students
who are unable to Produce the
same will be liable to be detained
by the Principal from appearing

in the university professional
examination. No Dues Proforma

is available in the Administration
Office, University College of
Medicine.

The Nawaz Sharif Social Security
Hospital, Multan Road, Lahore is
a 650-bedded general hospital
having all the specialties required
in the MBBS curriculum along
with a number of other specialties
including cardiac surgery.

The hospital is a tertiary-care
facility receiving patients from all
over Punjab. Its 13 state of the

art operation theaters are fully
equipped with modern equipment
and facilities able to cater to a large
number of diagnostics and testing
needs.

The departments concerned

with imaging are equipped

with ultrasound including
echocardiography; x-rays, CT
scans, angiography; and a variety
of endoscopes.

For patients requiring critical care,
intensive and coronary care units
(ICUs and CCUs) and nurseries are
available.

Al-Khidmat Hospital

The Al-Khidmat Hospital, Multan
Road is a similarly well-equipped
170-bedded hospital which is under
the process of expansion to 300
beds.

The Future

The University has acquired 80
kanals of land at the Motorway
- Multan Road crossing for the
construction of a modern state-
of-the-art medical college and
teaching hospital.

A 300-bedded hospital is projected
for completion by December 2012.

In the second phase the hospital
will be further expanded to 650
beds, and the college will be built at
the same time.

Rules & Regulations

Selection

The Admission Board will select
the candidates. The (Chairman

of the Admission Board will
preside over the interviews and
selection meetings. The decisions
of Admission Board in respect

of selection and admission shall
be final. The office will prepare
the merit list of candidates. The
Chairman shall be competent

to rectify to errors or omissions
found in the merit list/ | selection
of candidates. The Admission
Board may refuse admission to
any candidate who seems, for
reason to be recorded in each
case at the time of interview, to be
unsuitable or unlikely to become

a good doctor. In case such a
candidate is admitted, he can be
struck off the rolls of the college,
after issuing a notice to him/her to
that effect. Such candidates whose
particulars e.g. marks certificates
or any other document submitted
with the application form are
found to be incorrect or wrong or
whose authentication is doubtful
will be struck off the college roll,
even if they have been admitted.
A student can be removed during
the course of his/her study at any
stage if incorrect or wrong data
have been submitted by such a
student, which formed the basis of
his /her admission. ‘ A candidate
making any false statement is
liable to any legal action which

the administration may deem fit

to take. Similarly, father /guardian
making any false statement is also
liable to legal action. Any candidate
detected to have submitted forged
certificates or fake documents

with the application form shall

be permanently debarred from
admission to any Medical 1 Dental
College in Pakistan.

Rules for working out merit
of candidates Rules of the
Government of Punjab will be
followed.

Documents
Required with
Application

Candidates for admission must
submit attested copies of the
following documents along with the
application forms:

1. Matric / Senior Cambridge or
equivalent certificate 2 copies

2. F.Sc. (Pre-medical) or equivalent
certificate two (2) copies

3. Punjab Govt. Entry Test Result
card - 1 copy

4.1.D. Card (CNIC)/ Form B - 2
copies

5. Recent Passport size color
photographs

6. In ease of foreign qualified
candidates, equivalence certificate
from Chairman, Inter-Board
Committee of Chairman, 2 copies

7. Undertaking (to be submitted at
the time of admission).

No application for admission will
be considered unless completely

made out on the prescribed form.

Medical fitness
requirements

The candidates shall be examined
at the time of admission by a
Medical Board to be set up by the
Principal of the Faculty of Medicine
& Dentistry. The candidate must
be physically and mentally fit
according to the criteria for medical
fitness/disability lay down by the
Admission Board. The candidate
must produce a certificate to have
been:

1. Inoculated against the enteric
group of fevers within the preceding
12 month.

2. Fully vaccinated against Tetanus.

3. Fully vaccinated against
Hepatitis B virus.

X-Ray of any part of the body or
any other investigation, if required,
will be carried out at the candidate’s
expense. Foreign students will have
to produce a certificate of their HIV
status from prescribed laboratories
in Pakistan. If during the course

of studies any student is found to
be positive for HIV infection, he/
she shall be repatriated at his /her
own expense to his/her country of
origin.

Admission

Admission will be closed after a
lapse of one month. No student
will be considered to have been



admitted to the college unless he/
she paid the college fees and other
dues in full.

If a student who is admitted into
the first year MBBS class of the
medical college because of his/
her having paid the college fee
etc., continuously absents himself/
herself from the beginning of the
first term of the college session for
a period of four weeks without any
genuine reason, his/her admission
will be cancelled and the seat
may be filled by the Chairman
Admission Board on the basis of
merit as per rules.

If a seat falls vacant, the next
candidate on merit in that category
will be selected. Admission will be
closed after a lapse | of a period
of one month from the start of
first year MBBS class. However,

if any vacancy occurs as a result
of a candidate having been struck
off tine college roll on account of
securing admission by fraudulent
means, it will be filled to safeguard
the right of the next person on
merit list up to the end of the first
year class. However, he/she will
not be permitted to appear in first
year examination till he/she has
attended 75 percent lectures and
75 percent of practical classes
held.

The Admission Board will verify
F.Sc Certificates and other
certificates submitted by the
candidates as early as possible
from the concerned Board/
University/Authority. The students
whose certificates/documents are
found incorrect or wrong in any
way shall not be considered for
admission and if admitted, their
admission will be cancelled without
any notice.

Admission and other dues will not
be refunded to a student whose
admission is cancelled due to his/
her fabricated or false documents,
or who is rusticated/expelled/
removed from the college roll for
any reason or who decides to
discontinue his/her studies in the
college. Initially, all admissions

will be provisional. Any candidate
whose particulars, certificates, or
whose authentication is doubtful,
will be struck off from the University
roll, even if the candidate has been
admitted. The Dean can remove

a student from the University at
arty time during the course of his/
her study, if incorrect or wrong
data has been submitted by such a
candidate/parent/guardian, at the
time of admission. Any candidate
who fails to report for interview/
admission on the prescribed date
will be considered to have forfeited
his/her chance of admission.

Financial
Regulations

All students, except the newly
admitted, must pay fee by the
stipulated date or any other as
may be fixed by the Dean/Advisor
Finance for the purpose.

If the fee is not paid by a specified
date, defaulting student’s names
will be struck off from the college
rolls. Re-admission will be allowed
on payment of re-admission fee

of Rs. 25,000/- in addition to the
college fee and other dues.

Newly selected students must pay
their fee within the period notified
by the Dean. A student’s name will
not be entered in the attendance
registers unless he/she has

paid the fee. The University will

determine fee and subscription of
the college every year excluding
hostel fee.

Dues once paid by the students are
not refundable at any stage. Fine of
Rs. 500/- per day will be levied on
late payments.

The college fee may be increased
on the recommendations of the
Dean Academic Council/Advisor
Finance. Students participating

in various sports clubs will pay
additional subscription as fixed by
the clubs. Any security deposits
not claimed within three years of
leaving the college will be credited
to the Benevolent Fund. Total

Fee for each year will be charged
without installments.

The Academic
Session

The academic year will commence
in November and end in September
each year. The academic year will
be divided as follows:

A: Period of studies

As per decision by the College
Academic Council

B: Vacations

Winter vacation: Dec 25 to Jan 01
Spring vacation: April 01 to April 08
Summer vacation: As per decision
by the College Academic Council

Hospital teaching will continue
during summer vacation for the
students of Third, Fourth and Final
year M.B.B.S classes. Students
performing hospital duty will be
divided into batches.

prepare timetables for various
batches. If needed classes may also
be continued during the summer
vacation. Programme for lectures,
practical classes and hospital training
will be notified by the Principal before
the commencement of the academic
session and during the session if a
change is required.

Certificates of
Attendance

Any student who leaves the college
with the objective of continuing his/

her studies elsewhere may receive a
certificate of attendance on payment of
fee at the following rates:

a. Passed the University Professional
Examination in the subject for which
certificates are required:

Rs. 1000.00 for a combined certificate
embracing all subjects and Rs. 500.00
for a certificate for one subject.

b. In case of registered students who
have failed to qualify the University
Professional Examination:

Rs.1000.00 for a certificate of
attendance in each subject.

Students must attend at least 75

percent of lectures and practical/
clinical classes to enable them to
obtain a certificate of attendance.

Deficiency in the attendance
below the required percentage will
entail forfeiture of the certificate of
attendance.

gulations

General
Disciplinary
Rules

« Students are required to observe
order and discipline at all times in the
college.

* No game of any sort is to be played
during college and hospital duty hours.

* Displaying and distribution of partisan
and political pamphlets or circulars etc.
in the college, hostels and hospitals
are not allowed.

* When the teacher enters the class
room, die students should stand

up and remain standing till they are
directed to sit or till the teacher takes
his seat.

* No student is allowed to leave the
lecture room without the permission
of his teacher or until the class is
dismissed.

Immediately after assembly of the
class, the roll call will be taken. A
student coming late into the classroom
will be marked absent unless the
teacher accepts his excuse.

Any student misbehaving in the class
room shall be reported by the teacher
to the Principal, who will take such
action as he may deem fit Students are
not permitted to remain in the lecture
room except during the prescribed
hours of lectures.

Students are not allowed to take into
the examination hall textbooks, notes,
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(Cont.)

manuscripts or mobile phones.
Any student found infringing

the examination rules or haying
recourse to unfair means may be
expelled from the examination, and
the matter shall be reported to the
Principal who may refer his/ her
case for action to the Disciplinary
Committee.

Students attending hospital are
required to abide by the hospital
rules and while in the hospital are,
for disciplinary purpose, under the
Principal. The same punishment
and procedure will apply to the
students for any offence done in
the hospital as is applicable under
Offences and Punishments.

There is no concept of leave for
students. A student who falls short
of the required 75% attendance

in any of the subjects of his study
is debarred from appearing

in the respective professional
examination.

Or other property of the University
College of Medicine is entrusted
shall be held responsible for their
preservation in good condition
and in the repair at their own cost.
Any student braking, or damaging
any college property shall be
required to pay the cost of repair
or replacement. In case of willful
damage, he/she shall be punished
under the college disciplinary rules.

The students of the college shall
not keep in their possessions
firearms and other weapons of
offence in the premises of the
college, college hostels and

attached hospitals. Disciplinary
action shall be taken against
the students found guilty of
contravention of this rule.

A student shall continue to be
under the disciplinary jurisdiction
of the Principal of the college till
the declaration of the result of final
professional examination.

Offences and
Punishments

For all such offences that occur in
the college or hospital premises or
in the college hostels, the Principal,
may at his discretion refer the case
to the disciplinary committee. The
disciplinary committee shall have
the power to interview any student
or students or any member of the
staff. It may impose any of the
following punishments:

The student may be asked to
tender an apology, verbal or
written. This shall be placed on the
student’s record.

A student may be fined unto Rs.
15,000/- (Rupees fifteen thousand).
The student may be rusticated

for one academic year. It may be
pointed out that rustication will
entail a compulsory loss of one
complete academic year.

The student may be expelled from
the college for a maximum period
of unto five years.

Regulations
Relating to
Expulsion

Expulsion whenever imposed on

a college student shall mean the
loss of up to five calendar years,
and will mean his/her be during the
period of his/her expulsion.

A student expelled from the college
shall not be readmitted before

the expiry of period of his/her
expulsion.

Cases of expulsion shall be
reported to the Registrar, University
of Lahore for notification.
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Accommodation Rules
and Policies

For the purpose of admission

to the Hostels, allotment of
accommodation, maintaining
discipline and conduct, arranging
and organizing messes, the
following rules and regulations
as laid down hereinafter shall be
followed.

Conditions Of Allotment For
Accommodation In The Hostels

1. Allotment in the Hostels shall
not be claimed as a matter of right
even when a person is a bonafide
student of the University.

2. Allotment for accommodation
in the Hostels will be considered
only after the Allotment Committee/
authorized person has scrutinized
the application and satisfied itself
of the merit and eligibility of the
student and that his/her stay in
the Hostels shall in no way be
prejudicial to the interest of other
residents in Hostels in particular
and the University in general.

3. The Hostels facility is available
to all UOL students. Passing

out students may also apply for
extension of stay.

4. A student can reside in the
hostels till completion of his/her
course of studies. However, the
University reserves the right to
cancel allotment at any time.
Conditions of Ineligibility

The following shall be ineligible for

allotment of accommodation in the
Hostels:-

1. A student rusticated, expelled or

debarred from the University or any
other educational University inside

or outside Pakistan.

2. A student wanted by the police
or any other law-enforcement
agency(ies) in criminal case(s),

or against whom case(s) is/are
pending in any court of law of the
country on account of anti-state or
anti-social activities or for criminal
offense(s) involving moral turpitude
or has been or has remained under
detention under any preventive law.
3. In case of the above, care will

be taken that the mere pending of
a criminal case against a student

in a court of law shall not render
him ineligible for admission in the
Hostels. It will also be ensured that
on honorable acquittal by the court,
the student so declared ineligible,
be reconsidered for admission

in the Hostels and may be so
admitted if otherwise found eligible.

4. A student whose presence

in the Hostels is deemed to be
detrimental or prejudicial to the
peace, tranquility and academic
atmosphere of the Hostels or
University and the interest of the
residents of Hostels and campus.

5. Resident once expelled from the
Hostels.

Allotment Procedure

1. Application for allotment of
accommodation in the Hostels be
made by the bonafide student of
the University on prescribed form
accompanied by undertaking from
parent/guardian certifying good
character of the student and in-time
payment of hostels dues.

2. The form shall be placed before
the Hostels allotment committee
which will consider the application
for allotment on the basis of criteria
fixed by it. The allotment committee
shall have the right to reject or
accept any application without
assigning any reason.

3. Previous residents may also
apply afresh each academic
semester on the prescribed form.

4. After the names of the
successful candidates are
announced, they shall comply with
the allotment requirements to the
Hostels within the prescribed time
limit or their names shall be taken
off the allotment list.

5. Guests shall not be allowed to
stay in the Hostels.

6. The allotment of accommodation
will be made after the candidate
has produced the payment receipt
of the fees/dues against him.

7. The applicant shall have to
furnish a written undertaking in
the prescribed form from his/her



parents/ guardian holding him/her
responsible for payment of Hostels
dues in case his/her ward fails to
make the payment.

8. Residents shall sign a receipt
of Hostels property/assets in their
rooms and shall be responsible for
any loss or damage thereto.

9. Residents shall strictly abide by
all the rules of discipline, conduct
and regulations that may be
enforced in the Hostels from time
to time.

Hostels Fees

Applicants are supposed to deposit
Hostel fee per month at the time of
admission.

Conduct & Discipline

The following in addition to rules of
conduct which may be prescribed
from time to time shall constitute
acts of indiscipline and violation of
Hostels discipline for which action
may be taken against the Hostels
resident(s) concerned by the
officers as prescribed in clause 1:

1. Keeping firearms and other lethal
weapons or any other material not
necessary for academic pursuits in
the Hostels even if licensed.

2. Keeping unauthorized persons in
the room/seat allotted to a resident.

3. Shifting to a seat/room other
than the one allotted to the resident
without prior permission of the
Allotment Committee.

4. Sub-letting the room/seat
allotted to the resident or any
other room lying vacant due to any
reasons.

5. Non-handing over vacant
possession of the room/seat at
the end of the period for which
allotment was made.

6. Non-payment of Hostels dues
during the period of the year for

which allotment was made in the
Hostels.

7. Keeping or making use of illicit
drugs or other intoxicants, not
including drugs prescribed by
authorized medical attendants on
account of any illness suffered by
the Hostels resident.

8. Keeping electric appliances
such as refrigerator, air conditioner,
television, oven, burner, heater etc.,
in the room. If a Hostels resident
wishes to have an air-conditioner,
she will be charged at the prevalent
electricity rates.

9. Engaging in any immoral or
agitational and violent activities
or creating nuisance or disturbing
the peace and tranquility in the
University campus.

10. The parents/guardians cannot
see the students in their rooms
except the designated places.

11. Causing willful damage and/
or causing damage by acts of
vandalism, removing or damaging
Hostels or University property.

12. Barricading stairs, corridors,
gates and other area in the Hostels/
campus of general use.

13. Staging sit-ins, lockups,
occupying Hostels wardens or
other administrative offices.

14. Use of abusive languages

towards other residents and/
or University authorities and
employees.

15. Use of Hostels rooms or
premises for group parties, political
assemblies and for purposes other
than those for which they are
meant.

16. Inviting outsiders to address
Hostels residents is strictly
prohibited.

17. Pasting of posters/chalking on
Hostels or other campus buildings,
premises or compound walls or any
portion thereof.

18. Inciting parochial, linguistic,
sectarian or religious feeling among
Hostels residents.

19. Staying away from the Hostels
premises after 8p.m. in the Winter
and 9:00 pm in the Winter prior
permission from Hostels authorities
is not allowed

20. Late comers or those leaving
the Hostels early will be required to
sign the register at the Hostels gate
or reception stating the reasons for
late coming or early departure.

21. The Hostels authorities
shall reserve the right to search
the personal belongings and
baggage of the residents at the
time of entering the Hostels or
while residing in the allotted
accommodation.

22. Cooking in the Hostels rooms is
strictly prohibited.

23. The University administration is
not responsible for the loss of any
property of the Hostels residents.
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24. All damages will be repaired
at the expense of the boarder
responsible.

25. Student shall take due care
of the bathrooms and taps and
shall not allow them to run to
waste. Anyone found doing this
intentionally will be liable to
punishment.

26. Defacing walls and fixtures is
strictly prohibited, moreover the
furniture or fixtures will not be
moved from one room to another
and the residents are particularly
warned against removing furniture
from the mess and Common Room.

27. Students must keep their
rooms, clean and tidy. The beds
should properly be arranged and
a bed cover used. Dirty clothes
should be stored separately.

28. Spitting in public or private
rooms verandah or on stairs is
prohibited.

29. All waste papers and garbage
must be placed in receptacles
provided for the purpose.

32. Every part of the Hostels
premises shall be freely open for
inspection by the Superintendent or
warden at all times.

30. No religious ceremony likely to
injure the feelings of other boarders
shall be arranged in the Hostels.

31. No boarder shall indulge in any

amusement that disturbs other
boarders.

Action Against Indiscipline

Depending upon the severity of
the indisciplinary act/omission on
the part of the resident(s) of the
Hostels, the authority to impose
punishment, fine, penalty shall be
used by the Pro-vost/Wardens/
Allotment Committee to the extent
given below:-

1. The Resident Warden shall use
his/her authority to impose fine for
each single act of indiscipline.

2. The Senior Warden shall also be
authorized to impose fine for each
single act of indiscipline.

3. The Allotment Committee may
in case of the gravity of an offense
provisionally cancel allotment of
accommodation in the Hostels
and also refer the matter to the
University discipline committee
with the recommendation for
further necessary action leading to
rustication from the University.

4. The Hostels Committee is
authorized to cancel allotment of
any Hostels resident on account of
the above-mentioned reasons.

5. In case of loss due to acts(s)
of vandalism, the matter relating
to assessment of damage/ loss
will be referred to the Hostels
Allotment Committee who while
assessing the loss will also fix the

responsibility and extent of loss on
the person(s) liable for the act from
whom recovery should be made. In
the absence of evidence leading to
fixation of individual responsibility,
the Hostels Allotment Committee
may decide to order recovery from
all the residents or such of the
residents as may held liable and
act of vandalism.

Visitors

No visitor shall be allowed to meet
the residents of Hostels before
07.00 a.m. and shall not remain in
the Hostels after 08.00 p.m. He/
She will have to record his/her
name, address, signature, time of
arrival and departure in the register
kept at reception.

VII. If a member misplaces a book
| library material and cannot find
it after a thorough search, he /

she must report to the Librarian
immediately to avoid overdue fine.

VIIl. Mutilation of library material
is a matter of disciplinary action.
Books accidentally damaged
should be reported so that suitable
assessment can be made and
damages paid.

Fines

The violation of the library lending
rules may result in the following
fines:

I. A borrower who fails to return the
library book/s or any material on
due date, shall have to pay a fine of
Rs.10/- per day per book.

Il. In the case of book loss or
defacement by a user, he/she will
be charged two times | double the
current price of the book or replace
the book.

Ill. The Librarian shall decide
the price of rare | special books.
Member shall not mutilate, or
damage by writing or marking on
pages, any book or publication,
nor shall they trace or perform
mechanical reproduction of a
material belonging to the library
without formal permission of the
Librarian, violation of this rule shall
require replacement of damaged
volume or payment of its price
specified under the rule.

IV. If one volume of a set! Series
is damaged and it is not available
separately, the whole set shall
have to be replaced or paid by the
member as specified in the rules.

V. The amount received from a
member as cost of lost or damaged
books or materials or for not

returning the books after due date
may be spent on the welfare or
development of library.

Disabling Fine

* Rs. 50/- on first time violation. Rs.
100/- on second time violation if
the patron continuous the violation.
The case could be reworked to the
disciplinary Committee on third
violation.

* All kinds of fine will be paid on
account office receipts. Library
account will be blocked in case of
non-payment of fine.

Library Clearance

* The result of students, having
library membership. Will not be
declared unless they provide a
Clearance Certificate issued from
the library The Librarian will notify
to the controller of Examination the
list of defaulters.

* Clearance from the library for
leaving students will be requisite
and shall be granted after checking
the record of the library regarding
the following;

1. Whether any book is out
standing with the student.

2. Any fine is payable by the
student.

3. Any legal action pending against
student.

* Other Library Members will have
to clear their ‘Library Accounts”

to have Library Clearance by
returning all the borrowed book/s or
library material.
